Fortunately, I was in a long caravan of cars-all full of 
Deltasigs and all proceeding from a recently completed 
chapter meeting to the local establishment. I knew 
what it meant; we all knew what it meant.

AND, she is Delta Sig­
ma Pi's 100,000th member. She is 
Connie Jo Pietzmeier from Eta Pi 
Chapter at Wayne State-Nebraska. 

As announced at the national con­
vention last summer, the countdown 
began in the fall of 1979 as chapters 
began initiating their new mem­
bers. From a total membership of 
98 739 at the end of 1978-79, the 
fi~ure rose to 99,000, then 99,500, fi­
nally creeping toward that 
milestone figure of 100,000. The 
goal was finally reached on Decem­
ber 1, 1979, when Connie was among 
the 21 new members initiated by 
Eta Pi Chapter. 

It was not until the holidays at 
the end of 1979 that The Central Of­
fice staff had the opportunity to re­
view initiations and determine ex­
actly who the 100,000th member 
would be. During January and 
February of 1980 a number of "cloak 
and dagger" calls between the Ex­
ecutive Director and the Grand 
President, the North Central Re­
gional Director and the undergradu­
ate president of Eta Pi Chapter were 
made to arrange a special recogni­
tion ceremony for this special indi­
vidual and still maintain an ele­
ment of surprise and impact which 
was so important to this type of an­
nouncement. 

The North Central Region of the 
fraternity, in which Eta Pi Chapter 
is located, was holding its annual re­
gional basketball tournament in St. 
Cloud, Minnesota, on the weekend of 
February 15-17, 1980. Since all re­
gional chapters and alumni clubs 
would be in attendance along with 
Grand President Mike Mallonee, 
Executive Director Ben Wolfenber­
ger, North Central Regional Direc­
tor Bob Drewniak and Past Grand 
President Bill Tatum, this seemed 
the ideal forum for the presentation. 
Now to be sure that Connie would 
attend! The president of Eta Pi 
Chapter, Joe Miller, was contacted 
about the presentation and prom­
ised Connie would attend. 

During his flight to Minnesota

the Executive Director worried that 
his plane or someone else's would be 
grounded due to weather, or that his 
luggage including the special pres­
entation certificate would be lost, or 
that the group from Wayne State 
wouldn't arrive due to weather or 
car trouble, or that Connie would 
not be with the group. Finally, 
everyone who was supposed to ar­
rive did arrive. 

During the dinner dance and 
awards ceremonies following the 
basketball tournament, Grand Pres­
ident Mike Mallonee, at the end of 
his featured address, made the an­
nouncement of the 100,000th mem­
ber. Total surprise took the crowd of 
well over 100 Deltasigs, including 

Connie. She was then presented a 
special membership certificate as 
"the 100,000th Member of Delta 
Sigma Pi," by Grand President 
Mallonee and Executive Director 
Wolfenberger. North Central Re­
gional Director Bob Drewniak also 
presented a pearl and ruby badge as 
a special gift from the North 
Central Region. 

The fraternity is proud of this 
milestone achievement reached 
three years before the 75th Anniver­
sary of the fraternity in 1982. All 
Deltasigs who have helped bring 
new members into the fraternity 
can share thi!5 pride. Now, let's aim 
for the 150,000th initiate. Maybe 
that's not so many years away.

WHEN THE CENTRAL OFFICE 
was doubled in size in 1970 with the 
addition of two new wings, space 
was prf:>Vided for a room to house 
items of historical importance since 
our founding in 1907. Such a room 
was to be a museum of sorts and 
would be proudly called The 
Archives Room. 

Supporting this concept and 
knowing its importance, two frater­
nity presidents, Joe M. Hefner, 
1963-65, and M. John Marko, 1965-
69, acted to make it a reality by giv­
ing the first contributions toward 
furnishing The Archives Room. As 
time passed additional gifts were re­
ceived from the Deltasig House Cor­
poration of Chicago and the Chicago 
Alumni Club in memory of Don 
Holem, a long time fraternity mem-

her and worker in Chicago ; from in­
dividual fraternity members in an 
appeal during 1977-78; and from the 
delegates to the 31st Grand Chapter 
Congress in 1977. 

Still, furnishing the room was not 
yet to be. While many generous gifts 
had been received, they were not ad­
equate to handle the costs of special 
display units and other furnishings 
in keeping with the adjacent Found­
ers' Room. 

During 1979-80, the very gener­
ous un-earmarked contributions 
from alumni have been designated 
to this project. In response to a 
challenge from then Grand Presi­
dent Bill Tatum at the 32nd Grand 
Chapter Congress in Atlanta in 
1979, a number of chapters and 
clubs have also given gifts of $75.00 

or more to The Archives Room Fund. 
Through the gifts received since 

1970, The Archives Room is to be 
completed during 1980. "Dreams do 
come true." The fraternity has re­
alized about half of its $18,000.00 
goal for this project, allowing orders 
to be placed for some of the furnish­
ings. If you would like to be among

FROM THE UNDERGRADUATES 
OF THE YEAR 

The National Executive Commit­
tee of the fraternity met February 
22-24, 1980, in Chicago, Illinois, at 
the Sheraton Plaza Hotel. Since 
both of the Undergraduates of the 
Year are members of the Executive 
Committee, we attended the meet­
ing as your representatives. We 
thought it would be beneficial to 
you, the undergraduates, if we con­
veyed some of the results of the 
meeting in this article. For any 
chapters who wish to obtain a more 
complete report, minutes of the 
meeting are available from The 
Central Office upon request. 

One of the most important topics 
on the agenda was regional realign­
ment. The Executive Committee has 
been reviewing various realignment 
plans for quite some time and after 
much deliberation, a final plan was 
accepted. The proposed realignment 
would divide the chapters into 15 re­
gions, with not more than 12 chap­
ters in each region. The plan was 
adopted: (1) to increase the effec­
tiveness of the Regional Directors, 
(2) to decrease the variances in size 
among the regions, (3) to plan for 
future expansion locations, and (4) 
to reduce the geographic dispersion 
of the chapters in an attempt to 
minimize transportation expenses. 
Before the plan is effective, it must 
be approved by the Board of Direc­
tors and 75 per cent of the chapters 
and alumni clubs. The proposal will 
be submitted to the chapters and 
clubs for a vote during the fall of 
1980. We hope that the chapters and 
alumni clubs will review the plan 
objectively and will keep in mind 
the best interests of the fraternity. 

The program for the 33rd Grand 
Chapter Congress at Mackinac 
Island, Michigan, in 1981 was re­
viewed. Seminars will be conducted 
on professional activities , pledge 
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education, and recruiting. Open 
forums, which had a favorable re­
sponse at the Atlanta Congress, will 
also be scheduled. Based on the pro­
gram we reviewed, it appears that 
the 33rd Grand Chapter Congress 
will prove to be the best ever! It's 
not too early to start a special fund 
raising activity to enable your chap­
ter to send a delegation to Mackinac 
Island. 

Another important topic of dis­
cussion was the computerization of 
the Chapter Efficiency Index. The 
committee which was established 
last August to study this possibility 
reported its findings. Computerizing 
the CEI is not as simple as it sounds, 
because it involves the computeriza­
tion of membership records, life 
membership information, and the 
accounting functions at The Central 
Office. It is hoped that within two to 
three years, a computerized infor­
mation system will be in effect. 

We received a "sneak preview" of 
the recruiting slide presentation 
prepared by the Committee on Mem­
bership. Along with the slides, the 
corresponding narrative has been 

updated. The presentation will be 
ready for distribution in the fall and 
will provide an excellent recruiting 
tool for the chapters. 

The Executive Committee also 
adopted an addition to the Ritual of 
Delta Sigma Pi, comprised of a 
Ritual for the Last Rites. This will 
be presented to you for considera­
tion at a later time. 

Other topics which received much 
attention during the meeting in­
cluded expansion activities, fund 1 

raising possibilities at the national 
level, and disciplinary actions. 

The next meeting of the National 
Executive Committee will be in Cin­
cinnati, Ohio, on August 22-24, 
1980. We both look forward to repre­
senting you, the undergraduate 
members, at that time. Hopefully, 
you will communicate some of your 
ideas and suggestions to us so that 
we may take them with us to Cincin­
nati.

WHOEVER COINED THE phrase "Busi­
